Reinforced Skirting Film — Heavy-Duty Base Protection for Polyhouse & Nethouse Structures
Agrifirst Skirting Film is a reinforced, heavy-duty polyethylene film specifically designed for the lower perimeter (skirting) of polyhouse and nethouse
structures. The skirting area faces the harshest conditions — soil contact, splash damage, UV exposure from reflected ground light, and
mechanical stress from wind — requiring a film that's significantly tougher than standard greenhouse cladding.

DESCRIPTION

Agrifirst Skirting Film is a purpose-engineered reinforced polyethylene film for the base perimeter of polyhouse and nethouse structures. The skirting zone
(bottom 1–2 meters of the structure wall) endures the most severe conditions of any greenhouse surface — direct soil contact, water splash, ground-reflected UV,
wind buffeting, and mechanical abrasion. Standard greenhouse film fails prematurely in this zone, which is why Agrifirst offers this specially reinforced variant.
